Kong Ideas & Recipes

Aperitif:

This is a particularly tasty morsel placed directly on the

small hole at the top of the Kong. Could be a piece
freeze dried liver, a dab of peanut butter, a squirt of
"squeeze cheese," or?

Dessert:

Fill one-third of the cavity with tasty bits of

biscuits, cheese nips, jerky treats, bacon-type strips,
whatever special goodies suits your dog's fancy.
Main Course:

Fill two-thirds of the Kong with your dog's regular dir]
ner kibble, mixed with something tasty like cream
cheese, as "paste”.

Appetizer:

Top the Kong off with an easy accessible treat sticki
out of the opening to give your dog an immediate re-
ward and encourage him to get down to the serious
ness of Kong unpacking.

Banana Rama:

1 fresh banana; 2 TBS wheat germ; 1Tbs plain (or
flavored) yogurt. Mash banana in a bowl, add whea
germ and yogurt. Mash ingredients together, spoon
Kong set upside down in a cup. Freeze for 4 hours.
Makes one serving for Medium Kong. (Frozen Kon
— Kongsicles — are perfect for soothing the gums of
teething puppies and for keeping Fido cool on hot

summer days. Best consumed outdoors or on a pro}

tected floor — they can be messy when they melt!)
Cheesy Dental Kong Delight:

3 slices of your dog's favorite cheese; Dental Kong t
Place 3 slices of cheese directly onto grooves of De
Kong. Melt in microwave for 20-30 sec-

onds. Cool. Give to dog.

Philly Steak:

Steak scraps; 1 oz. Cream cheese. Place steak scr
inside Kong. Spread cream cheese in large hole to
scraps inside.

Fruit Salad:

Apple and carrot chunks; sliced mushroom; raisins; 1
banana. Place fruit and veggies in Kong. Mash barj
and fill hole to hold fruit in place. Freeze if desired
(Possible additions and substitutions: orange slices;
peach and/or nectarine chunks; celery sticks; broccd
and/or cauliflower; avocado — chunks or mashed; to
mato and black olive puree.)
Veggie Kong Omelet:

1 egg; your choice of shredded cheese; any vegetal
that your dog likes. Scramble egg and fold in vegeta
bles. Putinto Kong. Sprinkle cheese over top and 1
crowave for 20 seconds to melt cheese. Cool thorou
before giving to dog

Mac 'n Cheese:

Leftover macaroni and cheese; small cube of Velved
Fill Kong with leftover Macaroni and cheese. Melt
Velveeta in microwave and pour into Kong. Cool
thoroughly and give to dog.
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Aunt Jeannie's Archeology Kong :
roasted, unsalted cashews; freeze dried liver bits; L4
Two: dog kibble; cookies or liver biscotti; Cheerios;

sugar-free, salt-free peanut butter; dried banana chi
apples and apricots; Layer Three: carrot sticks; turkg
leftover ravioli or tortellini. Pack as tightly as possi-
ble. The last item inserted should be an apricot or p
of ravioli, presenting a "smooth" finish under the mai
opening. Light Version: Substitute crumbled rice cal
for cashews; Caesar croutons for freeze-dried liver;
free cream cheese for peanut butter. As you can seq
sky's the limit. Happy stuffing!!!!

-and fun to get you hooked, then you can enjoy
challenges. So as your dog gets more experien
you can make the Kong more challenging by:
1. Pack stuffing tighter.

3. FREEZE IT! Very Popular! Try various
combinations of canned food, gravy, noodles, ri
and mashed potatoes mixed with food nuggets
freeze.

KONGSICLES are a favourite with many hot do
Put a dab of peanut butter in the small end of th
Kong to plug it. Turn it upside down in a cup. Fil
it full of water, chicken broth or fruit juice and
freeze. Cool doggies! Kongsicles are recommer
for outdoor use.

4. CHEESE IT! Mix cheese pieces or cheese s(
with food nuggets and microwave until cheese

melts. Let it cool to a safe temperature. NOTE -
